The Sanctuary is available in both a
free-standing form and with a log
store base. Both share the same
curvaceous door, large window, and a
choice of steel or brass door furniture.

The sleek minimalist beauty of the
design is emphasised by the
absence of a handle for opening the
stove door. We have designed a
hidden touch point which facilitates
this action and allows the door to
open and close with the sound and
feel normally associated with a
luxury car door.
